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Testing Scenarios 

The CTP supports two distinct testing scenarios: 

ÅConnectivity Testing 

ÅUsing the GW-Test message 

Å Automatically, at any time

Å By sending a message to the CTP and checking its progress through the same interface.  

 

ÅDoing so can save a great deal of time as it can effectively replace the need for manual initial 

Gateway-to-Gateway (GW2GW) connectivity testing  

Å Would typically involve coordination between two different tech teams  

Å Introduce delays caused by conflicting/busy schedules.  

 

 



Testing Scenarios 

Åe-CODEX Use-case Testing 

Å A user of the CTP can select one or more sample messages for each e-CODEX use case (EPO, 

SC, EIO) and send them to their test gateway, in order to emulate the reception of such a 

message.  

Å In addition, the CTP can receive such messages and check them against the pre-approved e-

Customising the Message ς STEP 1  

ÅMessage Type: Allows the user to select from 

the available Message Types.  

ÅMessage Data: According to the message type 

selected, some or all of the following options 

are available: 

Å SBDH data: Content of the SBDH section of the e-

CODEX message XML (Receiver/Sender identifier 

& authority) 

Å Case ID: Customise the content of the 

jus:IdentificationCaseIdentification/jus:NumberID 

XML Node (reply forms only) 

Å Message Metadata: Contents of the 

message.properties file of the e-CODEX message, 

including the conversationID (auto-filled)

ÅPreview the content of the 

outgoing message via a web text 

editor.  

Å This editor also offers colour-coding for 

XML files.  

Å The files that can be previewed are: 

Å content.xml 

Å content.pdf (available for downloading 

or embedded preview) 

Å message.properties (this file cannot be 

edited) 



Customising the Message ς STEP 2 
Å Visual guide on understanding the 

message.properties file 



Tracking message progress 
Å All messages (either sent by the 

CTP or sent to the CTP) are 

tracked in real-time using a 

notification system.

Å This page includes a real-time view of the server logs of the CTP (both the connector & the Domibus gateway) 

to aid in debugging erroneous message exchanges.
